No fancy equipment required, just the ordinary accoutrements found in any sewing

cabinet. Not having constructed anything of this sort in 40 years, I needed encouraged that I could

remember all the steps required before cutting into my expensive fabric. Like the carpenter said,

"Measure twice, cut once." This book allows me to do that with confidence. It actually pushed me to

do something more sophisticated than I first intended. It has my highest recommendation.
