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Desmond Morris has written several books in the Reaktion Books "Animal Series." This the best of

the several he has written for them. Someone should write a book about Morris, he's in his mid-80s

and still produces books like this one, lively and informative. My guess is that most readers will find

the book interesting because they are, like me, interested in leopards. I was hoping for some

information about my favorite snow leopards, but there isn't much about them. Be aware this is as

much about leopards and people as it is about leopards. There is a good deal of natural history, but

just as much culture.The book starts with aspects of natural history, almost a kind of praise song for

leopards' elegance, hunting ability, extreme wariness, cunning and adaptability. Morris likes

leopards, obviously, but he also knows a lot about them and has some personal experiences with

some of the animals.Just listing the chapter titles is as good a way as any to describe this book.
